Dentists

Radiology Services

Basic x-ray studies, some contrast x-rays (like barium studies), ultrasound

examinations, mammograms and CT scans all can be done in Abidjan. However, there currently is no place in country that does MRI scans or Nuclear Medicine studies. Once an x-ray study is completed, the HU can also send the original films or digital photos to Washington for “second opinion” by a Radiologist in MED. As with outside lab tests, payment by the employee is expected at the time of service. Fortunately, x-ray studies in Abidjan are relatively inexpensive, and you can later submit a claim form to your health insurer for reimbursement.

HOSPITALS

We hope you will never have the need to see the inside of a hospital either in Abidjan or during any of your tours. As mentioned, there are numerous private hospitals, usually referred to as “polycliniques”, in Abidjan.

The best polycliniques in Abidjan at the current time are:

1) Polyclinique Internationale Ste. Anne-Marie (PISAM) Phone 22-44-51-32

This privately run facility is the best Abidjan has to offer. Though referred to as a “polyclinic” it is equivalent to a community hospital in a small city in the United States. It is clean, fairly modern, and attractive. It is never crowded; in fact it is underutilized which has caused some deterioration in services. Rooms are mostly two-bedded though private rooms are also available. Laboratory and x-ray facilities, including a CT scanner, are functional though most technology is about 10-15 years outdated. An excellent variety of capable specialists are available. Many have received training in Europe. Care is “French-style”, meaning lots of intravenous drugs, few explanations and discussion, and a dearth of compassionate nursing care. Still, it is the hospital of choice for any emergency surgery that cannot wait for medevac, for observation or intravenous therapy and for stabilization after an accident. While the RMO is not allowed by hospital regulations to provide direct care, he will follow hospitalized patients closely and HU staff will attempt to be on hand as much as possible. A small ER is open 24/7 and has a physician available at all times. Payment is expected at the time of services unless you present a “bon de prise en charge” provided by the HU that will guarantee payment at a later date. PISAM is located in Cocody above the Corniche.

2) Les Bleuets Clinique Phone 22-41-72-08

A small clinic conveniently located on the Rue des Jardins in Deux Plateaux, this facility specializes in pediatrics and ob/gyn. Services are available 24-hours/ day. Children can be hospitalized here if necessary for intravenous therapy and hydration.

3) Polyclinique Internationale de L’Indenie Phone 20-21-53-53

This brand new facility opened in spring 2001 next to the old American Club. It is a very attractive clinic and hospital with some well-qualified, mainly Lebanese physicians. Being new it has no track record as of yet and still seemed to be working on establishing itself.
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
