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Clarification of Nonimmigrant Visa Application Process

Accra – Now that the summer travel season is here, the U.S. Embassy in Accra wishes to clarify its nonimmigrant visa application procedures for the Ghanaian public.

All those wishing to travel to the U.S., whether for business, pleasure or study, must first submit their visa application and nonrefundable application fee to designated Standard Chartered Bank branches on Liberia Road in Accra and Harper Road in Kumasi.  Due to the current interest in travel to the United States, appointment dates for visa interviews are now being scheduled approximately twelve weeks after visa applications are submitted.  Those wishing to travel to the U.S. are encouraged to submit their visa applications at least three months in advance of their intended travel date.  The Consular Section is working to reduce this wait for an interview appointment by the end of the year.  

Applicants for student visas (F-1), exchange visitors (J-1), and employment visas (H-1B) should follow the same procedures for submitting a visa application as business and tourist travelers (B-1/B-2).  Prospective students or exchange visitors whose interview appointment date is scheduled after their program’s start date may appear at the Consular Section any Wednesday at 8:30 am for an interview.  The Consular Section is located at 6th and 10th Lanes, Osu, Accra .  The Consular Section has also set aside five Thursdays to accommodate student visa and exchange visitor visa applicants: August 14, 21, 28 and September 4 and 11 .
