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USTDA AWARDS GRANT TO SUPPORT INCREASED POWER GENERATION USING SOLID MUNICIPAL WASTE
ACCRA, GHANA – Today, the U.S. Trade and Development Agency (USTDA) awarded a $245,686  grant to International Environmental Technologies Limited of Ghana (IET Ghana).  The grant will support a feasibility study to assess the commercial viability of power generation using municipal solid waste from the Accra/Tema region.  

The grant was conferred in a signing ceremony held in Accra, Ghana.  The Honorable Mary Carlin Yates, U.S. Ambassador to Ghana, signed the grant agreement on behalf of the U.S. Government.  Mr. Enock Nunno, Resident Director of IET Ghana, signed on behalf of International Environmental Technologies Ghana, which is based in Accra, Ghana.

The project aims to test environment-friendly means of generating power production through the combustion of municipal solid waste (MSW) in the energy starved Ghana market.  In addition to providing an additional 35-40 MW of power, the project, when implemented, will provide for regular trash pick up and disposal in order to fire the power plant.  The project will provide Ghana with additional power capacity, providing a reliable service to the citizens of Ghana.  F.C. Schaffer and Associates of Baton Rouge, Louisiana will carry out the feasibility study on behalf of IET Ghana.
