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Office in Haiti

Mission, Strategies and Goals

The mission of the CDC Haiti office is to improve the health status of Haitian people by preventing and controlling disease and improving public health systems and practice.

The principal strategies of the CDC Haiti office are as follows: 

· Coordinate all HIV/AIDS activities through the MSPP, US Embassy and within USG, UNAIDS, GLOBAL FUND, and other bilateral donors.   

· Support Haitian Ministry of Health to coordinate assistance and implement effective HIV/AIDS control programs.

· Target prevention, care, and treatment efforts at high -risk populations;

· Actively seek innovative programs and approaches with Haitian partners and institutions, support the development of indigenous capacity of these organizations.

· Make available management tools and disease information to decision makers to improve program performance.

· Actively integrate of People Living with HIV/AIDS in all aspects of the USG supported programs.

· Support use of best practices.

· Support twinning of US institutions with Haitian Universities and Institutions.

· Encourage networks of private and public sector partners: 

· Linking Centers of Excellence in HIV/AIDS (GHESKIO and Zami La Sante) to public sector clinics and hospitals; 

· Make available management tools and mechanisms that improve program accountability and effectiveness. 

CDC Haiti primary program focus is as follows:

· Increase access to quality services for people with HIV/AIDS; 

· Establish routine public health surveillance and support increased use of program monitoring and evaluation to strengthen program performance; 

· Strengthen public health laboratory capacity; 

The principal goals of the CDC office are as follows:

· Prevent new cases of HIV/AIDS from occurring and strengthen care and support to People Living With AIDS (PLWA); 

· Provide information to decision makers on the burden of disease and program performance to control HIV/AIDS and other opportunistic infections; 

· Target assistance to areas where HIV/AIDS control efforts can have the greatest impact on the greatest amount of people. 

The goals of the US Government (USG) collaboration in the control of the HIV/AIDS epidemic in Haiti over the next five years (2004-2008) are as follows:

· Prevent 122,307 new HIV infections in Haiti;

· Care for 125,000 people affected by the HIV/AIDS epidemic in Haiti;

· Treat 25,000 HIV positive people with antiretroviral therapy.
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
