
Passports

To apply for a new passport or to renew your current passport, you must come to the Consular Section in person if you are 14 years or older.  For children under the age of 14, both parents must apply in person with the child to sign the child’s passport application.  Parents must bring acceptable photo identification for themselves, evidence of the child’s U.S. citizenship, and proof of their relationship to the child (i.e., certified copy of an official U.S. birth certificate or Report of Birth Abroad) with them to the Embassy at the time of passport application.  If one parent is unavailable to come to the Embassy in person to sign the minor’s passport application due to travel or other extenuating circumstances, he/she must complete and sign a Statement of Consent for Passport Issuance form, available in the Consular Section.   

The Consular Section is located in the American Embassy in Bayan, Block 6, on Masjed Al-Aqsa Street.  We are open for passport services Saturday through Wednesday between the hours of 1-3PM, except when closed for American or Kuwaiti holidays.

American citizens who renew their passports or apply for first-time U.S. passports will now be issued state-of-the-art passports that incorporate a photo-digitized image and other enhanced security features.  

Passport applicants now will be required to come to the Embassy twice – first to submit the application and then again approximately 7-10 days later to pick up the new passport.  

The Embassy forwards all approved passport applications by express courier to the National Passport Center in the United States for passport production.  The new photo-digitized passport is produced at the National Passport Center and then delivered to the Embassy by express courier.  The Embassy pays for all delivery costs.  The process takes approximately 7-10 days.    

What To Bring To Apply

To apply for a new photo-digitized U.S. passport, please bring the following documents with you to the Embassy at the time of application: 

· Your old passport.  If it is unavailable, please bring proof of citizenship, such as an original or certified copy of your US Birth Certificate or Certificate of Naturalization;


· Photo identification, such as a US or local driver’s license, a Kuwait civil ID card, and/or a military ID card;


· Two recent identical photographs taken within the last six months measuring 5 cm x 5 cm or 2 in x 2 in, showing full front view of your head and shoulders against a white background.  The photos should be in color;

Applicants will keep their current passport until the new photo-digitized passport arrives at the Embassy.  When the applicant returns to the Embassy for the second time to pick up the new photo-digitized passport, you must present the original passport for cancellation.

Emergency Passports

n the event of a true emergency, the Embassy may issue a passport directly.  The validity of such a passport will be limited, and the bearer will be required to exchange this limited-validity passport for a full-validity, photo-digitized passport upon completion of his or her emergency trip.

American citizens with valid passports do not/not need to acquire a new photo-digitized passport at this time.  All existing U.S. passports remain valid until the expiration dates printed in the passports.  American citizens possessing a passport with a near-term expiration date are encouraged to apply at least one month prior to the expiration of the passport.

Fees

The fee for passport renewal for adults is US$55 or 16.5 Kuwait Dinars.

The fee for passport renewal for minors is $70 or 21 Kuwaiti Dinars.  

The fee for a first-time U.S. passport for those 16 and older and the fee to replace a lost or stolen passport for those 16 and older is $85 or 25.5 Kuwaiti Dinars.

All fees are payable in cash only.  No checks or credit cards are accepted.  


Lost/Stolen Passport


If your passport is lost or stolen, you should report it to the police as soon as possible. If you have a police report, bring the police report to the Embassy along with the documents mentioned previously to apply for a replacement passport.  All passport application forms are available at the American Citizen Services Unit, Consular Section, U.S. Embassy. 

Add Visa Pages

To add pages to your current valid passport, please come to the American Citizen Services Unit, Consular Section, in person between 1-3PM Saturday through Wednesday.  There is no fee for this service.
