
INSTRUCTION PACKAGE FOR FILING A PETITION FOR ALIEN RELATIVE (PARENT)

NO INTERVIEW WILL BE CONDUCTED WITHOUT A SCHEDULED APPOINTMENT

Please do not send any documents to the Immigrant Visa Unit before your appointment date. On the day of the interview, place the required forms and documents in the exact order as indicated below; separate sets, also in the correct order, should be prepared if there is more than one beneficiary. Original documents in Arabic will be accepted without translation.  Documents in languages other than Arabic (for example Persian, Hindi, or Urdu) must be accompanied by an English translation.

There is no guarantee that the petition will be approved on the appointment date.  The Immigrant Visa Unit can not predict the length of time required for each petition or final interview to be completed, it depends on the applicant and how quickly he or she can prepare the required documents.

1. Passport of the petitioner (at least 21 years old)-original & photocopy. 

2. Passport of the beneficiary (father or mother)-original & photocopy. 

3. Photographs of the petitioner & the beneficiary (see back side of this document).

4. Form DS-230 Part 1-Biographic Data (completed and signed by beneficiary).

5. Form I-130 Petition for Alien Relative (completed and signed by petitioner)

6. (a) A petition submitted on behalf of a mother must be accompanied by the petitioner’s birth certificate-original & photocopy, which shows the current name of the mother.  If the mother’s name differs from that on the petitioner’s birth certificate, evidence showing the name of the mother at the time of the child’s birth (for example, a marriage certificate of the mother having the name shown on the petitioner’s birth certificate) must be submitted-original & photocopy. 

6. (b) If a petition is submitted on behalf of a father of a legitimate son or daughter, the 

petitioner’s birth certificate-original & photocopy, the marriage certificate of the parents and proof of the legal termination of any prior marriage(s) of either parent must accompany the petition-original & photocopy. 

7. Physical presence of the petitioner and the beneficiary is required.

8. The petitioner must reside* in the consular district  (*living & residing in Kuwait).

9. Fee $185.00 or KD55.500 Cash & exact change, to be paid at the Embassy  (fee is non-refundable).

Provide photocopies of all the original documents. If you fail to do so, you will be charged  $1 or KD0.300 cash per copy (do not make copies of the forms provided to you by the Immigrant Visa Unit).

On the appointment day, all applicants should submit a photo identification card to reception in exchange for a Consular Affairs visitor badge. Immigrant visa applicants are requested to press the last button on the numbering machine for a number (one number for each family).  The machine is located inside the Consular Section.

3 Recent front-view color photographs with a white background for each applicant, regardless of age, size 5 cm x 5 cm.
