The Embassy of the United States announces that effective immediately all applications for Non-Immigrant Visas will be received on the basis of an appointment.  Appointment requests can be made via email or in person at the Embassy.

Persons wishing to make an appointment via email should access the “Visa Appointment Request” link on the Embassy’s webpage at www.usembassy.gov.kw.   The request should include the names of all persons wishing to apply and may indicate a desired appointment date.   The Embassy will respond with a confirmed appointment date and time.

Persons wishing to make an appointment in person may present themselves at the Embassy between 11 AM and 12 PM Saturdays, Sundays, Tuesdays and Wednesdays.       One person may make appointments on behalf of other family members.  

Appointments will not be made over the telephone.  Likewise, changes to existing appointments must be made via email or in person as described above.  

Groups of appointments will be scheduled at thirty-minute intervals between 7:30 AM and 10:00 AM Saturdays, Sundays, Tuesdays and Wednesdays.  

The Embassy believes that the appointment system will improve service for the public during this particularly busy summer travel season.  A confirmed appointment eliminates the need for applicants to stand in line and provides them the assurance that they will have the opportunity to apply for a visa.  Staggered scheduling will minimize waiting time and congestion in the visa waiting room.

Persons who have an urgent need to travel that precludes them from making an appointment should fax a request for immediate interview to the Embassy Consular Section at 539-2484.   Requests for interviews outside the appointment system must be based on genuine need (for example, travel for urgent medical attention) rather than convenience or failure to make plans in advance.
