Begin Text

The Travel Warning for Kuwait issued by the U.S. Department of State on March 16, 2003 has been cancelled effective today as the overall security situation in Kuwait has improved.  The U.S. Department of State has also lifted the “ordered departure” status for U.S. Embassy dependents and non-emergency personnel in Kuwait.  U.S. Embassy dependents and non-emergency personnel are now authorized to return to Kuwait.

The most recent “Public Announcement—Worldwide Caution” issued by the U.S. Department of State on April 21, 2003 remains in effect, and was circulated by the U.S. Embassy to the American citizen community as a Warden Notice on April 22, 2003.  It can be viewed on the Embassy’s web-site at www.usembassy.gov.kw.  

The U.S. Embassy Consular Section’s American Citizen Services Unit is open to the public from 9-11 AM and 1-3 PM Saturday through Wednesday.  The U.S. Embassy’s Non-Immigrant Visa Unit is open for visa services on a first-come first-serve basis from 8-10 AM Saturday, Sunday, Tuesday and Wednesday.  The U.S. Embassy’s Immigrant Visa Unit provides immigration visa services by appointment only by calling 539-5307, extension 2524.      

American citizens in Kuwait who have not registered with the Embassy are encouraged to do so in order to be included in the Embassy’s security and travel information alert network (Warden System).  Consular registration may be done on-line at http://www.usembassy.gov.kw/registration-main.htm.  American citizens already registered are urged to update their information regularly.
