Please circulate the following message immediately to all American citizens within your area of responsibility:

Begin Text

The U.S. Department of Commerce, Census Bureau, plans to conduct a preliminary census of overseas American citizens in 2004 known as the “Overseas Enumeration Test.”  The purpose of this preliminary census will be to determine the feasibility, quality and cost of collecting accurate census data from American citizens living overseas.  The Census Bureau will conduct this test in Kuwait, France and Mexico in 2004.  Results will help inform further such tests in 2006 and 2008 in preparation for the official Census in 2010.  The U.S. Embassy will make available to the American citizen community in Kuwait a questionnaire for the preliminary census soon, and will inform American citizens of the procedures for responding to the census.  In addition, the Census Bureau published its proposal (No. 68 FR 19495) for conducting the 2004 “Overseas Enumeration Test” in the Federal Register on April 21, 2003 for public commentary.  American citizens are encouraged to review the proposal at the following Internet web-site address: www.census.gov/cao/www/fedreg/2003fedreg.html and provide written comments on the proposal on or before June 20, 2003 at the following email address: DHynek@doc.gov.  

The U.S. Embassy, Consular Section, American Citizen Services Unit, will commence summer hours starting on Saturday, June 14, 2003.  New public hours for the American Citizen Services Unit from June 14, 2003 through September 2003 will be from 1-3PM Saturday through Wednesday, except when the Embassy is closed for local or American holidays.  The American Citizen Services Unit provides passport services, notary services, birth registration services and other non-emergency services for American citizens in Kuwait.      

The U.S. Embassy, Non-Immigrant Visa Unit, has begun an appointment system for all non-immigrant visa applications.  Now, all non-immigrant visa applicants who have paid the visa application fee (30.5 Kuwait Dinars) will be required to contact the U.S. Embassy, Consular Section, via e-mail through the Embassy web-site (www.usembassy.gov.kw) to schedule an appointment for a visa interview.  Alternatively, visa applicants without access to e-mail may come in person to the U.S. Embassy on Saturday, Sunday, Tuesday and Wednesday between 11AM and 12PM to schedule an appointment.  Appointments will be scheduled on a first-come, first-served basis in 30-minute intervals and will be numerically limited per day.  The U.S. Embassy, Consular Section, implemented this new visa appointment system to accommodate and provide better service to an increasing number of non-immigrant visa applicants.

American citizens already registered with the Embassy are encouraged to update their registration information regularly.
