Please circulate the following message immediately to all American citizens within your area of responsibility:

Begin Text

A suspect has been arrested in the December 14 shooting incidents directed at U.S. military personnel in Kuwait.  The Department of State’s November 21 World Wide Caution, circulated as Warden Message 2003-24, remains in effect.  U.S. citizens are cautioned to maintain a high-level of vigilance, to remain alert to their surroundings, and to take appropriate steps to increase their security awareness.  

On December 17, the Department of State issued a Travel Warning for Saudi Arabia to alert Americans to the fact that, due to security concerns, the Department has authorized the departure of family members and non-emergency employees of the U.S. Embassy and Consulates on a voluntary basis.  The Department warns American citizens to defer travel to Saudi Arabia.  Private American citizens in Saudi Arabia should evaluate their own security situations and should consider departing the country.

As the Department of State continues to develop information on any potential security threats to U.S. citizens overseas, it shares credible threat information through its consular information program documents, available on the internet at http://travel.state.gov.  In addition to information on the internet, travelers may obtain up-to-date information on security conditions by calling 1-888-407-4747 toll-free in the U.S. or outside the U.S. and Canada on a regular toll line at 1-317-472-2328.
