Please circulate the following message without additions or omissions immediately to all American citizens within your area of responsibility:

Begin Text

Effective immediately, the U.S. Embassy in Kuwait has restricted non-official travel by Mission employees and their dependents to the Kuwait/Iraq border area.  Mission employees and their dependents traveling non-officially cannot cross over the berm area approximately five kilometers south of the actual border.

In addition, U.S. citizens planning to travel to the Middle East or North Africa should consult the Department of State's country-specific Public Announcements, Travel Warnings, Consular Information Sheets, the Middle East and North Africa Public Announcement, the Worldwide Caution Public Announcement and other information, Fact Sheets, and regional travel brochures available on the Consular Affairs Internet website at http://travel.state.gov. Up-to-date information on security conditions can also be obtained by calling 1-888-407-4747 in the U.S. and for callers outside the U.S. and Canada a regular toll line at 1-317-472-2328.

American citizens resident and visiting in Kuwait who are not registered with the Embassy, or whose registration information has changed, are urged to register as soon as possible.  They may now do so on-line at the Department of State, Bureau of Consular ’s website at https://travelregistration.state.gov/ibrs/home.asp.  American citizens also may register in person by coming with their passport to the American Citizen Services Unit, Consular Section, from 9 AM to 11 AM and from 1 PM to 3 PM on Saturdays, Sundays, Tuesdays, and Wednesdays and on Mondays from 1 PM to 3 PM.
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
