WARDEN NOTICE

Early today, June 17, 2004, an armed man accosted two British tourists in the center of Dar es Salaam, pointed a gun at them and demanded to know if they were American.  The gunman left the scene only after he was convinced that the two tourists were British.  Tanzanian police are investigating the incident.  

In light of this event and the elevated threat level in East Africa, U.S. Embassy Dar es Salaam encourages Americans resident in or visiting Tanzania to maintain a high level of vigilance and take appropriate steps to increase their security awareness, particularly in the city center.  Maintain a low personal profile and avoid clothing or activities that draw attention to you and/or your nationality.  Be aware of your surroundings and alert to what is going on around you.  Avoid public gatherings.  Report all suspicious activity to your security provider or the police.  Maintain an unpredictable schedule.  Vary your times and routes to and from work.
