FULBRIGHT PROGRAM IN VIETNAM 

ANNOUNCES 2005 VIETNAMESE SCHOLAR GRANT 

The Fulbright Program in Vietnam will begin its recruitment for qualified candidates for the 2005 Vietnamese Scholar Program (VSP) on May 1, 2004.

Successful applicants of the VSP are provided with a stipend and living expenses for the full term of the grant.  They are also provided with transportation to and from the United States.  The Council for the International Exchange of Scholars helps place scholars at appropriate host institutions in the United States. Grants typically range from three months to one year.

Individuals interested in applying for the VSP must hold a Ph.D. degree and must be Vietnamese citizens with English skills adequate to conduct their research and/or lectures in the United States.  Priority is given to candidates under the age of fifty. Although applicants from all fields are welcome to apply, special consideration will be given to scholars in the academic disciplines of American Studies, environmental policy, foreign policy, economics (including international economics and agricultural economics), public health, law, public administration, higher education administration, urban planning, and women’s studies.

In order to participate in the 2005 VSP, candidates must apply in writing to the Fulbright Program Office at the Public Affairs Section (PAS) - U.S. Embassy, by October 15, 2004.  Candidates must provide a completed application, a research or lecture proposal and three academic recommendations. Application forms in both hard and electronic copies can be obtained free of charge from and must be sent after being completed to the following address:

The VSP actively encourages women, minorities and residents from all provinces to apply and it is open to all candidates who qualify through open competition on the basis of academic and professional merit without regard to race, religion, gender or affiliation.

The Fulbright Program in Vietnam is part of the United States Fulbright Program, an educational exchange program established by the U.S. Congress in 1946 with the purpose of increasing mutual understanding between the people of the U.S. and the people of other countries by means of educational and cultural exchange.  

The Vietnamese Scholar Program, one of the four traditional components of the Fulbright Program in Vietnam, provides grants on an annual basis to a maximum of six Vietnamese scholars to lecture and/or research at American universities.  The other three components are the U.S. Scholar Program, which places up to 9 American lecturers and researchers in Vietnamese universities and government institutions annually; the U.S. Student Program, which provides grants for about 15 American students to carry out research in Vietnam on an annual basis; and the Vietnamese Student Program, which provides 20-25 two-year fully-funded fellowships annually for Vietnamese mid-career professionals to participate in graduate degree programs at universities throughout the U.S.
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
